Dealing with Unpredictability in Educational Justice

A relatively simple way to deal with unpredictability in educational allocation will be to establish some compensation scheme.
There is a possibility to erect what economists’ term ex-post compensation mechanism, namely a mechanism that allocates
resources after the process has been concluded and based on its outcome. The logic here is straight forward: if due to the
unpredictability in the system, some people did not receive the allocation that they deserve or they have received it, but it did not
yield the expected results, then we must find a way to make sure they are compensated for it, and justice is promoted. In such
mechanisms, the compensations can be given in various shapes. It can, for example, come in the way of additional resources
allocated to those who did not fully received what they were due, or it can take the shape of affirmative action that benefits those
negatively influenced by unpredictability. How this works can be illustrated through an example. Let us assume that a state has
decided to provide all children of emigrants with 20% extra funding for language learning because it was predicted that this would
secure equal opportunities. In practice, however, due to unforeseen cultural tensions, this measure does not lead to the expected
result. A compensation scheme will enable us to deal with it in various ways. Two such ways are diverting more funds to try a new
teaching program, and demanding from the emigrant students a lower level of language skills when applying to higher education
or jobs. When it comes to education, however, ex-post allocations also have their shortcoming.

First, providing ex-post compensation means either that fewer resources will be allocated at the start or that overall more resources
will have to be allocated. After all, the resources required for compensation have to come from somewhere. Assuming that there
are no extra resources available just because we have changed the allocation mechanisms, compensating means that fewer
resources will be available at the start of the educational process. This might be problematic because in many cases providing
resources at the start is essential for launching a process, or for putting it on the right track. Moreover, it is hard to know in
advance what share of the resources will be required for compensation and, therefore, the amount distributed at each stage will
tend to be suboptimal.

Second, creating a just system of compensation demands a vast amount of data. It demands data about the education process, data
regarding who received what and about where each person stands. This data is, of course, rarely available. Third, even if one
decided to obtain this data, it comes at a price. Obtaining this data will demand extensive assessment, surveillance, and measuring.
The problems with relying on these are well documented in the educational literature and will not be repeated here. Finally, the
existence of compensation mechanisms can reduce the motivation of educational actors to allocate justly or achieve the best
possible results because injustices will be amended at the end of the process.

The challenge we face in education is complex. We need, on the one hand, to make sure justice is served. On the other hand, we
need to deal with a certain degree of unpredictability and even maintain it. The latter places questions marks on approaches for
furthering justice that are based on the ability to control the system tightly. At present, the approaches that dominate both the
philosophical discourse and education finance policy are of this sort. They either strive to eliminate unpredictability or disregards
it while using the best available predictions. The reason that current approaches are committed to control is that they assume the
existence of a mechanical connection between means and ends, between resources and results.

The approach suggested here is better suited to deal with unpredictability and conserve its benefits and therefore worth
considering. Placing emphasis on creating educational environments that support justice might be a good starting point for
broadening the way we think about how justice should be achieved in education today.

Fishbowl zur Férderung der Sprachkompetenz in der Hochschullehre

Die Klassische Vorlesungskultur an deutschen Bildungseinrichtungen, insbesondere die Wissensvermittlung durch Vorlesungen an
Hochschulen, trigt nur wenig zur Forderung der Sprachkompetenz von Studierenden bei. In der Praxis fillt auf, dass viele
Studierende von technischen Studiengidngen sowohl miindlich als auch schriftlich einen nachlissigen Umgang mit der deutschen
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Sprache haben. Umso wichtiger sind daher innovative Mittel, Methoden und Konzepte, die zielgerichtet auf die Bediirfnisse der
Studierenden ausgerichtet sind, und so den klassischen Vorlesungsstil erginzen.

Der folgende Beitrag hat das Ziel, die Fishbowl-Methode als ein solches didaktische Konzept im Rahmen der Hochschullehre
theoretisch und praktisch vorzustellen. Hierzu werden in einem ersten Schritt die Methode des Fishbowl-Verfahrens erldutert
sowie die Ziele fiir den Einsatz in der Lehre formuliert. Das Konzept wird anschlieBend anhand eines Pilotprojektes im Rahmen
der Vorlesung Marketing am Fachbereich Wirtschaftsinformatik aufgezeigt und einer kritischen Evaluation unterzogen.

Neben der Wichtigkeit des Einsatzes der entsprechenden Lehr-und Lernmaterialien soll auch auf die speziellen
Rahmenbedingungen, die sich aus dem Hochschulumfeld ergeben, sowie auf den genauen Ablauf, den Zeit- und Aktionsplan
eingegangen werden.

Besonderes Augenmerk richten die Autoren auf die einzelnen Herausforderungen, die das urspriinglich fiir Schiilerinnen und
Schiiler in der Schuldidaktik eingesetzte Verfahren in der Hochschullehre mit sich bringt. Einen Hauptschwerpunkt stellen dabei
die abschliefende Auswertung der praktischen Erfahrungen des Verfahrens und damit die eingehende Darlegung von Problemen,
Chancen und entsprechenden Verbesserungsmoglichkeiten dar. Diese dienen zur Vorstellung von Hilfestellungen fiir die
praktische Anwendung fiir Lehrende in der Hochschule und Erwachsenenbildung.

In diesem Zusammenhang werden in einem letzten Schritt die Durchfiihrung einer Ergebniskontrolle sowie deren Evaluation im
Hinblick auf die Eignung der Methode im Studiengang Informatik vorgestellt. Unter Beriicksichtigung der Forderung der
Sprachkompetenz wird schlieBlich ein allgemeines Fazit gezogen.

College Teaching from Multiple Angles: A Multi-trait Multi-method Analysis of College Courses

College teaching is a complex endeavor, requiring attention to the discipline, the specific subject-matter of the course, the
community of learners and their prior lived experiences, and the faculty member’s own understandings. Complex constructs are
difficult to measure, and there have been calls to better assess college teaching. However, there has not yet been a complimentary
program of research that explores how different methods intersect with the different theories on college teaching. While our study
is limited in scope, including 587 courses across only nine institutions, we examined the validity of two methods for understanding
college teaching, namely classroom observation and syllabus analysis, in appraising six distinct, but inter-related teaching
constructs.

Our results build off of decades of research that demonstrates the benefits of employing multiple methods for matters that are
complex, including understanding college teaching and learning (Greene et al. 1989; Chatterji 2005; Mertens and Hesse-

Biber 2013). Although our hypothesized model held, our results illustrated that some constructs are better tapped by particular
methods. For example, certain teaching practices (e.g. understanding students’ prior knowledge) are better explored by the
classroom observational method. By contrast, time on task and standards and expectations may be better explored through syllabus
analysis. These results point to the importance of including multiple methods that offer different views of the college teaching
process, echoing Blazar et al. (2016) conclusion that multiple methods of measuring teaching, including observation instruments,
should be paired in order to see teaching at the classroom level more clearly.

By contrast, we found that other more robust constructs that do not focus on context or subject-matter can, perhaps, be measured in
more distal ways. For instance, we found that time on task and the level of standards and expectations of the course was better
accessed by syllabus analysis than by observation. Syllabus analysis can examine learning activities beyond the classroom (such as
reading and assignments) that provide additional insights into these specific theories. As such, “time on task” may not be entirely
accessible via observing one class session, but may be seen in the syllabus requirements.

The results have important implications for assessing college teaching. As colleges and universities consider assessing teaching,
they are faced with choosing among the growing number of possible assessments. Given the time and cost associated with
assessments of college teaching, institutions will want to ensure that the data accurately capture each construct of interest. The
findings of this study demonstrated that if an institution wants to learn about how their classes fare with regard to certain important
teaching constructs (e.g. surfacing students’ prior knowledge), observation would yield better data than syllabus analysis.
Institutions may want to carefully consider whether they are choosing the right method for the specific constructs of interest with
regard to college teaching. Additionally, institutions may want to consider more than one method if the constructs are not well
captured by any one single method. Beyond classroom and institutional implications, as calls for transparency in higher education
continue at both the state and federal levels (Ewell 2008), understanding different methods (such as observation and syllabus
analysis) could help policy-makers to consider whether certain methods are appropriate for accurately capturing college teaching.
Finally, given that this study represents the first broad-scale multi-institutional observational study of college teaching, the
findings provided initial evidence that such observational data may be useful to understanding college teaching constructs from the
learning sciences. Future studies could consider forms of validation other than construct validity—for example predictive validity,
by examining which methods of assessing teaching more accurately predict student learning outcomes of interest. Additionally,
given that this study found that different teaching constructs among the six examined in this study were better measured by
observation or by syllabus analysis, future studies should examine other prominent teaching theories not included in this study—
for example deep learning theory (Biggs 2003) or culturally relevant teaching (Ladson-Billings 1995a).

Interkulturelle Aspekte der Vermittlung von Schreibkompetenz

Dass sich das wissenschaftliche Schreiben vom Formulieren von Texten in anderen formellen wie informellen Bereichen
unterscheidet, muss nicht besonders betont werden. Doch worin genau liegen die Unterschiede?

Auf den ersten Blick sind es vor allem die Textsorten, die nur im akademischen Kontext vorhanden sind und sich auch dort von
Fachergruppe zu Féachergruppe, ja sogar von Fach zu Fach unterscheiden: Vorlesungsmitschrift, Sitzungsprotokoll,
Versuchsprotokoll, Seminararbeit, Bachelor-, Master- und Doktorarbeit; die formellen wie inhaltlichen Anforderungen steigen
innerhalb der genannten Aufzihlung kontinuierlich an. Wahrend man sich auf der Metaebene der Textsorte deren Textbaupléne
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und formalen Anforderungen leicht aneignen kann, sind auf der Mikroebene unterschiedliche Sprechhandlungen auszufiihren, fiir
die es keine ,,Style Sheets gibt. Hier seien nur einige genannt: Zitieren, Beschreiben, Darstellen, Erldutern, Berichten, Fragen
stellen, Zusammenfassen, Hervorheben. Besonders in den Natur- und Ingenieurswissenschaften, teilweise auch in den
Sozialwissenschaften, miissen Beziige zwischen Text und grafischer Darstellung sprachlich realisiert werden.

Fiir jede dieser Sprechhandlungen sind Begriffe und Formulierungen zu verwenden, die vielfach unter den von Konrad Ehlich
gepragten Begriff der ,,Alltdglichen Wissenschaftssprache® fallen, also sprachlicher Strukturen, die einerseits in der
alltagssprachlichen Kommunikation vorhanden sind, andererseits grundlegend fiir den besonderen Stil der Wissenschaftssprache
sind. Als Beispiele seien hier genannt: ,,Im Folgenden wird (...) beschrieben®; ,,Zusammenfassend ldsst sich sagen ...*,
»Ausgehend von...“.

Fiir nicht muttersprachliche Lerner wird es dann schwierig, wenn sich die Verwendung im akademischen Kontext um Nuancen
von jener im Alltag unterscheidet bzw. in der alltdglichen Kommunikation als besonders standardsprachlich gelten und daher
selten zur Anwendung kommen. Zwei Beispiele:

1. Hypothesenbildung: Hier kénnen die Modalverben subjektiv bzw. epistemisch gebraucht werden, um auszudriicken, ,,welche
Bedingungen ihrer Einschétzung nach fiir das Zutreffen der gesamten Aussage gegeben sind®. Es ist daher ein Unterschied, ob z.
B. die Klimaerwarmung in Europa zu kélteren Wintern fithren ,.kann* oder ,,diirfte*’; Letzteres driickt eine stirkere Vermutung
aus.

2. Schlussfolgerung: Héufig ist die Herleitung des Wortes aus dem Verb ,,schliefen aus® nicht bekannt und eine Schlussfolgerung
wird mit einer Schlussbemerkung verwechselt.
