Dostoevsky was a deeply religious man and politically a strong conservative
Slavophile. For a short time, he became editor of the archconservative magazine The
Citizen and later a regular contributor. He waged war against the liberals and the
revolutionaries, who repaid him by calling his work "corruption" and "lunacy".

For Dostoevsky, Western society was too materialisticand commercial; instead he felt
the values of the simple Russian people — meekness, compassion and acceptance of
the will of God — were what society should emulate.

During their parallel careers, as Tolstoy was writing about the world of the country
gentry, a class and a way of life which were gradually disappearing, Dostoevsky was
creating the anti-heroes who haunted the dark streets of misty St. Petersburg. Yet,
although they were very different — Tolstoy the champion of nature and man, the
brilliant recorder of reality in its

most precise detail, and Dostoevsky the relentless explorer of the dark recesses of
men's souls — they were joined in their belief that in the Russian people lay the virtues
that could illuminate the world.

Heavy metal (or simply metal) is a genre of rock music that developed in the late 1960s
and early 1970s, largely in the United Kingdom. With roots in blues
rock and psychedelic/acid rock, the bands that created heavy metal developed a thick,
massive sound, characterized by highly amplified distortion, extended guitar solos,
emphatic beats, and overall loudness. Heavy metal lyrics and performance styles are
sometimes associated with aggression and machismo.

In 1968, the first heavy metal bands such as Led Zeppelin, Black Sabbath and Deep
Purple attracted large audiences, though they were often derided by critics. During the
mid-1970s, Judas Priest helped spur the genre's evolution by discarding much of
its blues influence; Motorhead introduced a punk rock sensibility and an increasing
emphasis on speed. Beginning in the late 1970s, bands in the new wave of British
heavy metal such as Iron Maiden and Saxon followed in a similar vein. Before the end
of the decade, heavy metal fans became known as "metalheads” or "headbangers".
During the 1980s, glam metal became popular with groups such as Métley
Criie and Poison. Underground scenes produced an array of more aggressive
styles: thrash  metal broke  into  the  mainstream  with  bands  such
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as Metallica, Megadeth, Slayer, and Anthrax, while other extreme subgenres of
metal such as death metal and black metal remain subcultural phenomena. Since the
mid-1990s popular styles have further expanded the definition of the genre. These
include groove metal (with bands such as Pantera, Sepultura, and Lamb of God)
and nu metal (with bands such as Korn, Slipknot, and Linkin Park), the latter of which
often incorporates elements of grunge and hip hop.

Apple Computer, Inc., major manufacturer of personal computers with headquarters
in Cupertino, California. Apple designs, produces, and sells personal computer
systems for use in business, education, government, and the home. Its products are
sold in more than 120 countries and include personal computers, printers, monitors,
scanners, software, and networking products.

Apple was formed by Steven Jobs and Stephen Wozniak in 1976 to market the Apple
I, a computer circuit board that they had designed and built in Jobs's garage in Los
Altos, California. In 1977 Apple introduced the Apple 11, a personal computer able to
generate colour graphics, with its own keyboard, power supply, which gave users wide
possibilities for add-on devices and software programmes. Apple established its
corporate headquarters in Cupertino in 1978. The Apple Il computer, introduced in
1980, sold poorly because of hardware problems and a high price. With Apple Il sales
soaring, in 1982 Apple became the first personal-computer company to record annual
sales of $1 billion. In 1983 Apple introduced the Lisa, a personal computer designed
for business use that incorporated a handheld mouse to select commands and control
an on-screen cursor. The Lisa was followed in 1984 by the Macintosh personal
computer, based on the 68000 microprocessor manufactured by Motorola. Apple
entered the office market with the introduction of its laserwriter printer in 1985 and
Macintosh Plus computer in 1986, a combination that launched the desktop publishing
revolution.



Although the company prospered in the early 1980s, Wozniak left Apple in 1985 to
start a company of his own. That same year disappointing sales and internal wrangling
led to restructuring, the company's first layoffs, and Jobs's departure from the company.
John Sculley, whom Jobs had hired in 1983 as Apple's president and chief executive
officer, replaced Jobs as chairman of the company's board of directors.

The late 1980s and early 1990s were times of growth and change at Apple. In the late
1980s Apple's net income increased substantially, and in 1990 Apple introduced a new
line of Macintosh computers, priced at 50 percent less than previous models to attract
new customers to the Macintosh. In 1991 Apple formed an alliance with International
Business Machines Corporation (IBM) and Motorola to develop the powerpc family of
reduced instruction set computing (RISC) microprocessors. In 1992 Apple introduced
the family of Macintosh powerbook laptop computers, which offered built-in
networking capabilities.

US to Impose New Sanctions Against Russia Tomorrow

The United States will impose a new round of sanctions on Russia on Friday, joining
the European Union in ramping up pressure on Russian President Vladimir Putin over
the Russian presence in Ukraine.

President Obama said the broadened sanctions will target Russia's financial, energy,
and defense sectors, Censor.NETreports citing USA Today.

"These measures will increase Russia's political isolation as well as the economic costs
to Russia, especially in areas of importance to President Putin and those close to him,"
Obama said in a statement released by the White House Press Office. "As | said last
week, if Russia fully implements its commitments, these sanctions can be rolled back.
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If, instead, Russia continues its aggressive actions and violations of international law,
the costs will continue to rise."”

Details will be announced Friday. The timing of the announcement seems to be
coordinated with sanctions to be imposed by the Europeans Friday, when the specific
targets are published in an official journal by the European Union in Brussels.

The increased sanctions come despite a cease-fire agreement that Ukrainian leaders
and pro-Russia separatists struck last week in Minsk. Obama said the administration
has not yet seen "conclusive evidence that Russia has ceased its efforts to destabilize
Ukraine."

BRUSSELS, September 2. /ITAR-TASS/. The European Union is expected to approve
new sanctions against Russia by Friday, Italian Foreign Minister Federica Mogherini
said on Tuesday. Mogherini, who will be the EU next foreign policy chief, said the
European Commission will present by Wednesday a package of new sanctions that will
target Russia in four sectors, including defense and finance. "I think sanctions are part
of a political strategy,"” she said adding that the situation in Ukraine was "getting more
and more dramatic." "We need to respond in the strongest possible way," Mogherini
said. Mogherini was chosen the European Union's new foreign policy chief at the EU
summit on Saturday. She will replace Catherine Ashton who is to step down in October.
