LINGUISTICS AND POETICS

I have been asked for summary remarks about poetics in its relation to linguistics. Poetics deals primarily with the question, What
makes a verbal message a work of art? Because the main subject of poetics is the differentia specifica of verbal art in relation to
other arts and in relation to other kinds of verbal behavior, poetics is entitled to the leading place in literary studies. Poetics deals
with problems of verbal structure, just as the analysis of painting is concerned with pictorial structure. Since linguistics is the global
science of verbal structure, poetics may be regarded as an integral part of linguistics....

Literary studies, with poetics as their focal portion, consist like linguistics of two sets of problems: synchrony and diachrony. The
synchronic description envisages not only the literary production of any given stage but also that part of the literary tradition which
for the stage in question has remained vital or has been revived. Thus, for instance, Shakespeare on the one hand and Donne, Marvell,
Keats, and Emily Dickinson on the other are experienced by the present English poetic world, whereas the works of James Thomson
and Longfellow, for the time being, do not belong to viable artistic values. The selection of classics and their reinterpretation by a
novel trend is a substantial problem of synchronic literary studies. Synchronic poetics, like synchronic linguistics, is not to be
confused with statics; any stage discriminates between more conservative and more innovatory forms. Any contemporary stage is
experienced in its temporal dynamics, and, on the other hand, the historical approach both in poetics and in linguistics is concerned
not only with changes but also with continuous, enduring, static factors. A thoroughly comprehensive historical poetics or history
of language is a superstructure to be built on a series of successive synchronic descriptions .... Language must be investigated in all
the variety of its functions. Before discussing the poetic function we must define its place among the other functions of language.
An outline of these functions demands a concise survey of the constitutive factors in any speech event, in any act of verbal
communication. The ADDRESSER sends a MESSAGE to the ADDRESSEE. To be operative the message requires a CONTEXT
referred to (,referent’ in another, somewhat ambiguous, nomenclature), seizable by the addressee, and either verbal or capable of
being verbalized; a CODE fully, or at least partially, common to the addresser and addressee (or in other words, to the encoder and
decoder of the message); and, finally, a CONTACT, a physical channel and psychological connection between the addresser and the
addressee, enabling both of them to enter and stay in communication. All these factors, inalienably involved in verbal communication
may be schematized as follows: addresser — context — message — contact — code —addressee.

Klang und Bedeutung von Wortern liegen oft liberraschend nah beieinander. Denn die Lautmalerei unterschiedlichster Sprachen ist
offenbar viel verwandter als gedacht: Die Sprachen dieser Welt — so verschieden sie auch sein mogen — nutzen fiir ein Wort mit
einer bestimmten Bedeutung sehr haufig die gleichen charakteristischen Laute bezichungsweise vermeiden andere. Das hat ein Team
internationaler Forscher bei einer ausfiihrlichen statistischen Analyse tausender Sprachen herausgefunden, wie es im Fachblatt
,»PNAS” berichtet. Besonders ausgepragt ist der beobachtete Effekt demnach bei Wortern, die ganz grundlegende Dinge des Lebens
beschreiben, etwa Eigenschaften oder Korperteile.

,Diese symbolischen Klangmuster zeigen sich wieder und wieder auf der ganzen Welt, unabhingig von der geographischen
Verbreitung von Menschen und unabhéngig von der Sprachfamilie”, sagt Morten H. Christiansen von der Cornell University in
Ithaca, Seniorautor der Studie. ,,Es scheint irgendeine Eigenschaft des Menschen zu geben, die zu diesen Mustern fiihrt. Wir wissen
nicht was es ist, aber wir wissen, es ist da.” Gemeinsam mit Kollegen, die unter anderem in Deutschland und der Schweiz forschen,
hatte Christiansen Wortlisten aus mehr als 6000 aktuell gesprochenen Sprachen und Dialekten analysiert, was beinahe einem Drittel
aller bekannten Sprachen dieser Welt entspricht und rund 85 Prozent der Sprachfamilien. Darunter waren vor allem Worter des ganz
zentralen alltédglichen Sprachgebrauchs: Pronomen wie ich, du und wir, Verben wie trinken, Adjektive wie voll und klein sowie
Substantive fiir Korperteile und Dinge aus der Natur, beispielsweise Auge, Nase, Zunge, Knie und Stein, Hund, Berg, Sonne, Stern
und Nacht. Die einzelnen Begriffe reduzierten die Forscher auf ein lautmalerisch vereinfachtes System aus 34 Konsonanten und 7
Vokalen und werteten statistisch aus, welche Laute in welchen Begriffen auftauchen.

Sprachwissenschaftler gingen bisher davon aus, dass eine der fundamentalen Eigenschaften gesprochener Sprache darin besteht,
dass der Zusammenhang zwischen Klang und Bedeutung bis auf wenige Ausnahmen rein willkiirlich ist, schreiben Christiansen und
seine Kollegen. Mit ihrer sorgfaltigen und umfassenden Analyse konnten sie jetzt allerdings Belege finden, die genau auf das
Gegenteil hindeuten: Selbst nicht miteinander verwandte Sprachen nutzen — oder vermeiden — sehr hiufig dieselben Laute fiir
bestimmte Begriffe. ,,Das heift nicht, dass alle Worter diese Laute haben”, sagt Christiansen, ,,aber der Zusammenhang ist viel
starker als wir bei purem Zufall erwartet hitten.” So fanden die Sprachwissenschaftler beispielsweise, dass Worter fiir ,,Zunge” sehr
hédufig ein ,,I” oder ,,u” enthalten, jene fiir ,,Nase” ein ,,n” und Worter fiir ,,Blatt” gerne ,,b”, ,,p” oder ,,1”. Des Weiteren kommt in
Wortern fiir ,,klein” gerne ein ,,i” vor und in Wértern fiir ,,rund” und ,,rot” ein ,,r”’. Dagegen finden sich in Woértern fiir ,,Ich” kaum
Laute mit ,,u”, ,,p”, ,,b”, ,,t”, ,,s”, ,,r” und ,,I”, wahrend ,,Du” nur selten Laute mit ,,u”, ,,0”, ,,p”, ,t”, »d” Q7 58" I und ,,I” enthalt.

Generative Grammar and Case Grammar

The revolution referred to in the previous section took place in the late 1950s, and was initiated by the American linguist Noam
Chomsky. Basically, Chomsky meets structuralists and behaviourists head on in two arenas: On the one hand, in his 1957 book
Syntactic Structures, he argues for an approach to linguistics that does not stop at the description of existing sentences and utterances
but aims to come up with an explanation of the knowledge required by speakers for them to be able to potentially generate syntactic
representations of all sentences that are considered grammatical in their native language and to decide which sentences are
ungrammatical. Partially in parallel to Saussure’s distinction between langue and parole, Chomsky insists that it is the so-called
idealized native speaker’s competence to produce and understand sentences, i.e. his or her tacit mental capacity, which must take
centre stage in linguistics rather than speakers’ actual performance, i.e. their linguistic output. While Saussure conceives of langue
as a somewhat static socially shared system, Chomsky emphasizes the cognitive nature of competence (later termed I-language,
short for internal, and contrasted with E-language, short for external); he also stresses that I-language is not a static system but
endows speakers with the creative capacity to produce and understand sentences they have never heard before, hence the term
generative grammar. Chomsky is not only interested in the grammars in the mind of the idealized speaker of just one language, but
rather also pursues the aim of offering an account of the general grammatical principles on which the structures of all natural
languages rest—a notion he refers to as Universal Grammar. The idea of Universal Grammar provides the link to the second blow
Chomsky dealt to the behaviourist programme. This is epitomized in a long and devastating review of Skinner’s book Verbal
Behavior, triggering what is now known as the cognitive turn in linguistics. With regard to first language acquisition, behaviourists
essentially claimed that the use of language is simply a kind of behaviour just like any other and that the use of language itself as
well as the process of acquiring language are therefore subject to the same principles as all other kinds of behaviour, namely the
positive or negative reinforcement of sequences of stimuli and responses, very much similar to the conditioning taking place in the
minds of Pavlov’s dogs.

Dazu fiihrt sie als Beispiele die
vermehrte Nutzung von Worten wie ,,bekommen* oder ,,erhalten* an, wéhrend der Gebrauch von ,,geben* oder ,,sich verpflichten*
abgenommen habe.
,»Die Untersuchung zeigt, dass der aktuell diskutierte Individualismus keine Entwicklung der letzten Jahre ist®, sagt Patricia
Greenfield von der University of California in Los Angeles. Vielmehr habe sich der Wandel iiber Jahrhunderte vollzogen — weil
unsere Gesellschaft von einer vormals hauptsédchlich ldndlich geprigten Umgebung in die Stidte umgezogen sei. Fiir ihre
Untersuchungen hatte Greenfield den ,,Ngram Viewer” von Google genutzt, um 1,16 Millionen englischsprachiger Biicher aus den
USA zu analysieren. Diese waren zwischen den Jahren 1800 und 2000 ver6ffentlich worden. Zusitzlich wertete sie auch 350.000
britische Biicher aus. ,,Ngram Viewer ist ein Programm, das Buchstaben-Kombinationen, Worte oder Ausdriicke in digitalisierten
Publikationen aufspiirt. Greenfield betont, dass es ihr erst durch Anwendungen wie dieser mdglich gewesen sei, einen solchen
Vergleich durchzufiihren.
Konkret beobachtet Greenfield beispielsweise einen vermehrten Gebrauch des Wortes ,,fithlen, wihrend die Verben ,,handeln* oder
»tun* immer seltener vorkommen. Sie interpretiert dies als eine Zuwendung in Richtung einer eher inneren, mentalen Welt anstatt
eines offenen Verhaltens nach auBen. Andere Worte belegen laut der Forscherin die gewachsene Egozentrik: ,einzigartig®,
»individuell” und ,,selbst gehdren dazu. Die schwindende Bedeutung sozialer Beziehungen, von Autorititen und Religion sieht sie
dagegen in der abnehmenden Anwendung von ,,Gehorsam®, ,,gehéren® oder ,,beten*. Nur eine Ausnahme habe es gegeben, so
Greenfield: Zwischen 1940 und 1970 sei der Gebrauch von ,,bekommen‘ und ,,erhalten” nicht angestiegen — wahrscheinlich eine
Folge des zweiten Weltkriegs und der sozialen Bewegungen der 60er Jahre.
Kennzeichnend fiir eine landlich gepriagte Gemeinschaft sind fiir Greenfield demnach soziale Bindungen und Pflichtgefiihl,
Gehorsam gegeniiber Obrigkeiten sowie eine starke Glaubigkeit im téglichen Leben. Hinzu kommen korperliche Aktivitéten, eine
eher praktische Erziehung zu Hause sowie eine simple Technik. Auch sind die Menschen im Durchschnitt &rmer. Im Gegensatz dazu
ist die stadtische Gesellschaft eher durch individuelle und materialistische Werte geprigt. Personliche Besitztiimer riicken in den
Vordergrund, die Technik ist komplexer und insgesamt gibt es mehr Reichtum. Die Erziehung der Kinder findet zentralisiert in
Schulen statt. Gleichzeitig ist die Gesellschaft mehr auf die Kinder bzw. deren Individualisierung zentriert, findet Greenfield.
