Environmental sophisticators

In this section, I argue that CC and RC entail that the environmental sophisticators do not meet the previous section’s
Sophisticating Condition, and thus do not motivate sophisticated naive realism. I begin with two significant general consequences
of the previous section’s discussion. First, the acquaintance conditions we arrived at there, CC and RC, entail that a perceiving
subject can be acquainted not just with one or more objects in her environment, but also with various properties instantiated in her
environment and with various events occurring there (insofar as properties and events are understood as distinct from objects). Just
as it does with objects, perception affords us a conception of what various properties and events are and enables us to think
demonstratively about them. In effect, these considerations underwrite our choice to formulate the naive realist’s account of
perception in terms of acquaintance with scenes rather than with objects.

Secondly, CC and RC are met not just by the various objects, events and properties in the external environment, but also
by various features of perceiving subjects themselves, and by various relations that obtain between perceiving subjects and their
surroundings. The naive realist can capture this by saying that the scenes with which perceivers are acquainted are subject-
centered scenes. To say that a scene is “subject-centered” is to say that the objects, properties and events within it are arranged in a
layout determined by their spatial relations to a perceiving subject—relations that are themselves perceptually available to her.

The simple naive realist can put the notion of a subject-centered scene to use in explaining the perceptual consequences
of changes in the environmental sophisticators. Broadly, there are three ways in which she can do so. First, she can say that the
relevant change just is a change in the subject-centered scene. Second, she can say that the perceptual consequences in question are




best explained not by the change itself, but by some covariant change in the scene. Third, she can say that the relevant change has
the perceptual consequences it does because of its causal impact on the makeup of the scene with which the subject is acquainted.
Individual theorists may differ in their assessment of which option best handles each of the changes at issue, and it is not my aim
to say anything definitive on this matter here.

Instead, my task in the remainder of this section is to illustrate one way in which a combination of the three strategies can
be employed to defuse the case from environmental sophisticators to sophisticated naive realism. To this end, I will now work
through each of these sophisticators in turn.

Wenn diese Ansicht vertreten wird, ist sie meistens verbunden mit der Uberzeugung, dass das biblische und kirchliche
Nachdenken tiber Gott etwas ist, das man annehmen kann, wenn es einem hilf zu leben, das aber tiber Wesen und Natur Gottes
letztlich nichts aussagt. Christliche Aussagen wie die, Gott sei Mensch geworden, oder Christen empfngen in der Eucharistie Leib
und Blut Christi, sind als Chifren zu akzeptieren. Wenn aber der Anspruch erhoben wird, es handle sich um Tatsachen, sind sie auf
anstoBige Weise zu konkret.

Ich mochte in diesem Text {iber die Frage nach der Erkennbarkeit Gottes mit Hilfe des alexandrinischen Teologen
Origenesl nachdenken, der im 3. Jahrhundert nach Christus lebte und sich in seinen Werken immer wieder mit der Gottesfrage
beschéfigt hat. Origenes lebte in der geistigen Welt des Mittelplatonismus, einer Philosophie, in der sich platonische, aristotelische
und stoische Elemente mischten. Diese Philosophie war duferst heterogen, ein gemeinsamer Grundzug war jedoch die
Uberzeugung, dass geschichtliche Phinomene gerade aufgrund ihrer Geschichtlichkeit, das heifit Zeitlichkeit und Verginglichkeit,
nicht wahr sein und daher iiber Gott nichts aussagen konnen. Die christliche Vorstellung eines sich inkarnierenden Gottes, der sich
in der Geschichte erfahrbar gemacht hat, war fiir den Mittelplatonismus genauso undenkbar, ja vielleicht noch undenkbarer als fiir
unsere Zeit.

Abstract atomism and monism

How might we characterize the c-fundamental concreta? The orthodox view is that we should do so in mereological
terms. The guiding idea is that the cosmos is stratified into “levels” which are ordered by composition, and there is a unique level
populated by the c-fundamental concreta.'® Priority atomism and monism are concrete foundationalist theses of this sort.

Let’s say that an entity is complex just in case it has proper parts, and an entity is simple just in case it isn’t complex. And let’s say
that x is the cosmos just in case x is concrete and, for any y, yis concrete and numerically distinct from x just in case y is a proper
part of x.1* We can now formulate priority atomism and monism as follows:

Priority atomism: there are multiple simple concreta, any simple concrete entity is c-fundamental, and any complex
concrete entity decomposes into simple concreta such that the latter ground the former.

Priority monism: there is a cosmos that is c-fundamental, and any concrete entity numerically distinct from the cosmos is
grounded by it.*2
Provided that the c-fundamental concreta are to be characterized in mereological terms, a modest theoretical conservatism suggests
that we should pursue a parallel strategy in thinking about the a-fundamental abstracta. It would, after all, be an attractive and
economical result if our comprehensive theory of grounding and fundamentality was rightly understood in terms of mereological
structure. Additionally, the assumption that abstract reality possesses a mereological structure is bolstered by the familiar
assumption that mereology, like identity, is a category-neutral and perfectly general notion rather than a restricted one like mass or
membership.:3

Let a compositional abstract foundationalist thesis be any thesis that aims to characterize the mechanism for a-
fundamentality in the abstract realm in mereological terms. Let’s say that X is the amalgam just in case x is abstract and, for
anyy, y is abstract and numerically distinct from x just in case y is a proper part of x. Among compositional abstract
foundationalist theses, we focus on the following theses corresponding to priority atomism and monism:

Abstract atomism: there are multiple simple abstracta, any simple abstract entity is a-fundamental, and any complex abstract entity
decomposes into simple abstracta such that the latter ground the former.

There are other compositional abstract foundationalist theses that satisfy these mereological conditions as well. Suppose
that there are properties and they’re abstract. Consider the compositional abstract foundationalist thesis according to which the
property greenness and its abstract complement, the fusion of all abstracta mereologically disjoint from greenness, are the a-
fundamental abstracta. This thesis clearly satisfies the relevant conditions. The fusion of greenness and its abstract complement is
the amalgam, and there is no proper sub-collection of greenness and its abstract compliment such that the fusion of the entities
among that sub-collection is the amalgam. Compare: the fusion of an electron and its concrete complement is the cosmos, and
there is no proper sub-collection of the electron and its concrete complement such that the fusion of the entities among that sub-
collection is the cosmos.

On what basis do we choose between compositional abstract foundationalist theses that satisfy the relevant mereological
conditions? The simple abstracta and the amalgam are mereologically distinctive in this way. This is because decomposition in the
abstract realm comes to an end with the abstract atoms and decomposition begins with the amalgam. By contrast, there is no
distinctive mereological feature of greenness and its abstract compliment that seems relevant to a-fundamentality. And we contend
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that the same is true for any other compositional abstract foundationalist thesis distinct from abstract atomism and monism that
satisfies the relevant mereological conditions. Hence, these views can be safely set aside.

Gott der Christen, Gott der Muslime: derselbe Gott?

Viel frither, und zwar im 12. Jahrhundert, wurde die Frage schon einmal gestellt und beantwortet. Die Rémer in
Konstantinopel lebten im unmittelbaren Kontakt mit dem Islam — waren doch die Untertanen des Kalifen zu Bagdad ihre Nachbarn:
unruhige Nachbarn, ja Feinde. Im 7. Jahrhundert ndmlich hatten die Araber — so wenigstens die {ibliche Deutung der Tatsachen —
grof3e Teile des byzantinischen Reichs erobert. Man kdmpfe weiter. Das 10. Jahrhundert erwies sich als giinstig fiir die Byzantiner,
bis dann die Tiirken in das Geschehen eingrifen — die mit dem Eifer der Neubekehrten ihren Krummsébel in den Dienst des Islam
stellten.

Den Byzantinern war es gelungen, Teile Syriens zuriickzuerobern. Stddte wie Aleppo wechselten von der islamischen zur
byzantinischen Oberherrschaf. Manche Einwohner &dnderten auch ihre religiose Zugehorigkeit. Die Grenze zwischen der religiésen
und der politischen Zugehorigkeit war damals durchlédssig. Die Muslime, die zum Christentum {ibertreten wollten, sollten ein
Glaubensbekenntnis ablegen, in dem sie nicht nur die christlichen Dogmen bejahten, sondern auch ihrem fritheren islamischen
Glauben abschworen. Aber was eigentlich sollten sie denn verwerfen? Sollten sie etwa den islamischen Gott verleugnen?

Kaiser Manuel Komnenos — 1143 bis 1180 — wollte die Absage an den islamischen Allah aus dem Ritual der Konversion
zum Christentum ehemaliger Muslime tilgen. Doch Eustathios, der Erzbischof von Tessaloniki, wollte davon nichts héren und
reagierte hefig auf den Vorschlag des Kaisers.

Im Zentrum der Diskussion, nicht hinnehmbar fiir die Christen, stand eine Gottesauffassung, nach der Gott zwei
Eigenschafen besitzt: (a) dass er weder zeugte noch gezeugt wurde; (b) er sei holosphyros. In diesen zwei Aussagen erkennt man
unschwer den Inhalt der Sure al-Ikhlas, im griechischen Adjektiv eine unbeholfene Wiedergabe des schwierigen arabischen ,as-
samad‘, eines Wortes, das den Kommentatoren seit je viel Kopfzerbrechen bereitet hat. Das griechische Wort stammt aus ,sphyron‘,
Hammer, und bezeichnet ein Stiick Eisen, das so perfekt zusammengeschmiedet wurde, dass keine Nahtstelle in ihm bleibt: ein
fester, ein dichter Gott also, ohne Fehler, so, wie man heute sagt: ,aus einem Guss‘.

Um den Streit zu schlichten, ersetzte man die Verdammung des Gottes Mohammeds durch eine Verdammung Mohammeds selbst.
Der Gott als Weltschopfer sei also derselbe in beiden Religionen. Der Unterschied betrefe die Details, wenn man so sprechen darf,
da es sich um Trinitdt, Menschwerdung und dergleichen Fragen handelte.
